Preparation
It is important that the file be saved in the native format of the word processor used. The text should be in single-column format. Keep the layout of the text as simple as possible. To avoid unnecessary errors you are strongly advised to use the 'spell-check' and 'grammar-check' functions of your word processor. Provide enough pictures; remember that a picture is worth a thousand words.
• Title/Team. The Title should be concise and informative. Avoid abbreviations where possible.
• Author names and Institution/Affiliation. Indicate clearly the family name to avoid ambiguity. Present the authors' Institution/Affiliation addresses below the names. 

1 Introduction
State the objectives of the work and provide an adequate background, avoiding a detailed literature survey or a summary of the results.
2 Mechanics
Provide sufficient detail of the chassis, motors, drivetrain, steering system and wheels. To allow a better visualization of the robotic system, CAD drawings are fully recommended.
3 Sensors
The sensors should be clearly and concisely described (e.g. camera(s), laser, ultrasonic, infrared).
3.1 Hardware
The computer hardware should be concise. Provide information about: CPU, RAM memory, motor controller, etc.

3.2 Software and strategy 

The software is very important and should be presented in detail including the strategy/tactics to go through the different tasks. Define the software used for navigation in crop rows, headland, obstacles; agricultural application; freestyle and collaboration.
4  Conclusion
The main conclusions of the study should be presented as the outcome of the performance putting emphasis on the advantages and disadvantages of the robotic system.
